Please use 100% cotton fabrics. PLEASE PREWASH THE FABRIC. Note: When making a Block of the Month, please read the
instructions carefully, particularly regarding the fabric choices. The pictures may not always be representative of the fabric selec-
tion.

Background – white on muslin print
Star – one 30s print
Center – Solid color to go with 30s print

Cut 4 ½” strips of both background and print.  Cut 4 triangles using the easy angle cutting tool.  You will be able to
get these cuts from a 10 ½” long strip

Cut four 2 ½” squares of solid color fabric.  Place one of these in the corner (see diagram) of each triangle square and
sew corner to corner as shown.

Sew another seam ½” from the first seam (as shown). Cut between the seams and press.

This will give 4 bonus blocks.  Attach them to the main block with a safety pin.  The winner will be able to use these
for sashing or in the border if desired.
