MQ hires an outside accounting firm to do a full annual audit of our books, which although is not a requirement any longer, we have the full audit done to protect our financial interests.  The audit report is also available for your review.

Significant Changes/Programs

· As of June 1, 2010, MQ has 858 members.

· We had a committee, including the Treasurer, Miki Peine, address our online membership software program and made a change to the CVENT software.

· Our Communications Director is working on updating our website.  News and announcements are posted frequently.

· MQ has begun general fundraising efforts to increase our revenue through e-mail and written articles in the newsletter.  We have joined an online fundraising mechanism called GIVEMN.org.  As of June 1, 2010, $7,356 has been donated to MQ.
Minnesota Quilters, Inc. continues to grow from a small group that met in member’s kitchens, to a 501(c) (3) organization thanks to one of the most prestigious quilt shows in the country.  With this growth comes the responsibility that ensures from stringent federal and state guidelines.
