Bring photos, pictures that inspire a landscape quilt. 
Let’s get you started. 
 
Day 1- Learn the secrets that will make your landscapes come alive. 
Create depth and dimension in your composition by simple tricks of fabric 
selection 
Play with fabric paints, inks, discharge and over dying to create those realistic hi 
lights and shadows 
Creating the Background or negative space 
Learn how to Mix and Match techniques, crazy piecing, diamonds, and squares, 
collage with raw edges, machine appliqué. 
Quilting the Landscape Quilt. 
 Day 2- Designing your own quilt or choose from Kathy’s landscape 
patterns/$10.00 
Begin with the background, then use hand, machine or fused appliqué to add 
your individual landscape elements. 
  

 
Materials List 
Day 1 
Photos that inspire a landscape design. 
Pencils, eraser and note paper. 
Optional- Landscape quilts/tops that you have made to show and share. 
Day 2- 
Iron capable of steam. 
Usual appliqué sewing supplies, including zigzag foot, needles, thread etc. 
Freezer paper if that is your preferred method. 
Several sheets of Art tracing 
Sharp 3 inch appliqué scissors, paper scissors, pencils, fine 
point sharpie, one colored pencil of any color. 
Acid Free white Glue stick (think kindergarten) 
1 package of Lite Steam a Seam 2, ( 5 fusible sheets in packet). 



Appliqué pressing sheet if you have one. 
If you are making your own pattern you will need, paper the size of your finished 
quilt design. Art tracing paper, 
pencils, eraser. 
Usual sewing supplies, Sewing machine with a zig zag foot, Extension cord? 
Enough Lite Steam a Seam 2 if you plan to use raw edge fused technique. 
Fabrics you are considering for your composition. Precut diamonds/ squares if 
you want to use them in the sky. 
Pre cut strips if you are using them for water. 
1 can of Sizing spray. 
Wipe and dipes, Small packet
