Fabric Town and Quilters Haven will be 
on hand with new fabrics, quilt samples 
and kits. Annemarie Yohnk will have a 
trunk show featuring designs from her 
newly launched pattern company. 

Lynette will speak in the auditorium at 
7:00 pm. She will present her lecture, 
“Decorating with Quilts.”  

After the lecture, we will gather again in 
the library for refreshments,  quilts, and 
shopping.  

If you can’t make the March 5 meeting, 
you can visit Eagan High School on 
weekdays March 2-20, between 9 am 
and 3 pm. The school is closed on March 
6. When school is in session, you will 
need to stop at the of! ce for a visitor’s 
pass.

Our day meeting on March 7 will be 
back at Textile Center. The daytime  
meeting this month is the MQ Garage 
Sale.

businesses.

So, does this interest you, are you willing to put your own ideas out there for 
consideration, are you willing to stand up and help us move this wonderful 
guild into the future? The time commitment is not great, only a few hours 
every month or so. And this is not a real long-term deal, maybe 6 – 9 
months and then hopefully we will have the recommendations to offer to the 
membership. We do not have our next meeting scheduled yet, probably will be 
in the very near future.

More Parking at the Textile Center
Good news" Prospect Park Properties has offered us free parking in their 
fenced lot behind the Minnesota Teamsters building at the corner of 30th 
Avenue and University Avenue (3001 University Avenue, across the street 
from and just a bit east of the Textile Center). There is a stoplight at the 
intersection of 30th and University, which is a very good thing" We can 
park in the Prospect Park lot after 5pm on weekdays, and on weekends. 
Please be careful to adhere to these times only"
