Debbie’s 
approach to design, quiltmaking and teaching draws on her experiences as an 
elementary school teacher, Cub Scout Den Mom and Jr. High church volunteer as 
she leads each quilter to have fun while creating something that pleases them and is 
uniquely their own.  

Through her pattern company, Maple Island Quilts, and her books, Cutting Curves from 
Straight Pieces, Dancing Quilts from Straight Pieces, and Quilts for the Dorm, Debbie 
offers achievable, slightly non-traditional projects with enormous design possibilities for 
all skill levels. She calls her style controlled inventive.

Debbie teaches regularly at shops, guilds, and 
events throughout the US and internationally.  She 
has appeared twice on HGTV’s Simply Quilts, on 
PBS’s M’Liss’s World of Quilts and Lifetime’s 
Real Women, American Quilter.

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August Meeting Recap                        by Lori Allison

Darlene Zimmerman (Ms. Z) expressed thanks to members of Minnesota 
Quilters for honoring her as Quilter of the Year for the 2008 MQ Show. She 
said that she enjoyed the opportunity to talk to many quilters at the show. 
While she attends many quilt shows, she is usually working at those shows.

Ms. Z’s Saturday presentation to the Minnesota Quilters was a walk through 
quilt history in this country. A craft less than 200 years old, it is amazing 
to think that women once had to grow the cotton, spin it into yarn, weave 
into fabric and sew into clothing. All this left little time to create artistic 
quilts. Leading the industrial revolution were textile mills, and thanks to Mr. 
Singer, who about the time of the Civil War, began assembly-line production 
of sewing machines and made them affordable to women through the 
“installment plan.” Other tools of the trade such as needles and scissors were 
also produced manually and were expensive and treasured. A woman’s needle 
might be stored in a “needle safe.”

Until the ! rst World War, most dyes were produced in Germany and they 
were vegetable-based. These vegetable dyes have faded to brown, beige and 
rust. Ms. Z described green as a common “fugitive” color that often turned 
khaki, tan, or even white. Colorfast chemical dyes began being produced 
in this country at that time and the pastel colors of the 30’s fabrics became 
popular. At the same time, the government promoted quiltmaking to ‘save the 
[wool] blankets for the soldiers.’

Ms. Z showed many antique quilts from her collection. She described the 
Baptist Fan as an often-used quilting motif because it was a natural arm 
motion.

Quilting went out of fashion around 1900 although the crazy quilting style 
was popular. It was a status-style quilting that showed you had the time and 
materials to make a perfectly useless item.

Redwork was a popular style and “penny” squares could be purchased and 
embroidered. Ms. Z showed a set of odd blocks that had been sewn together 
sometime in the 70’s. Perhaps it was thought that the blocks had been made 
for a sampler quilt, however, Ms. Z suggested that this was how they saved 
quilt block patterns they had seen – by making a sample of that block.

Ms. Z showed quilts that she had found in 
antique stores, garage sales – and even in 
between other quilts" Many she had reworked 
and hand quilted. She also showed quilts 
made by her from antique quilt blocks that 
she had constructed into quilt patterns for the 
contemporary quilter. See pictured quilt from 
the book, Granny Quilts.

Ms. Z described her love of feed sacks – 
manufactured between 1937 and 1955 – that 
were often used for quilting. The plain ones

had been used to make garments and underclothes. The directions to remove 
the logo printing might include: 1. Soak in kerosene; 2. Rub with lye soap; 
3. Boil in lye water in iron kettle; 4. Rinse; 5. May need to repeat.

Later, manufacturers cleverly began to use printed fabrics on feedsacks with 
paper logos to promote the sale of their products. These were much-used in 
quiltmaking.

Ms. Z displayed an array of kit quilts that were popular in the early 20th 
century. Most kit quilts were made with plain fabrics. Program attendees 
were treated to seeing many of the quilts from Ms. Z’s newest book, Quilts 
from Lavendar Hill Farm.

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A highlight of  “Quilted Jewels, A 
30th Celebration” was the exhibition 
of a few of the magni! cent quilts of 
Helen Kelley, one of MQ’s esteemed 
founders, MQ’s ! rst president and 
2008 inductee into The Quilters Hall 
of Fame (TQHF). On July 16th a 
quilting friend, Carla Kilkelly, and I 
began our journey to Marion, Indiana, 
home of TQHF, to be present at 
Helen’s induction on July 19th.  It 
turned out to be not only a journey 
of celebration in honor of Helen, 
but also a journey into the history of 
quilting. Let me share a little of what 
we learned. 

Hazel Carter founded TQHF in 1979 
as a non-pro! t organization dedicated 
to honoring those who have made 
outstanding contributions to the world of quilting. It was 
not the ! rst organization she founded. Hazel learned 
how to quilt as a child and as an adult became more and 
more interested in quilt history and in sharing her love 
of quilting with others. In 1972 she founded Quilters 
Unlimited of Northern Virginia, an organization much 
like MQ, formed to create a community of quilters 
and to offer quilting classes, now with 11 chapters and 
1,400 members. In 1978 she 
founded the Continental 
Quilting Conference, one of 
the earliest quilt conferences 
in the nation. Feedback 
from that ! rst conference 
convinced Hazel that there 
was a need to investigate and 
publicize the rich heritage 
of quilting. So in 1979 she 
founded The Quilters Hall 
of Fame to recognize the 
people behind the quilting 
renaissance, to pay tribute to 

their accomplishments, and thereby to 
establish documentation quilt history.

Since 1979, there have been 38 inductees, 
some awarded posthumously, others, 
like Helen, present for the ceremony. 
In 1991, TQHF took a signi! cant step 
forward toward a permanent home. 
Marie Webster (1859-1956), quilt 
designer, entrepreneur, and historian was 
the inductee. Rosalind Webster Perry 
was there to receive the honor in her 
grandmother’s name. Rosalind, who had 
recently rescued her grandmother’s home 
in Marion, Indiana, from demolition, 
asked Hazel if she would like to use the 
house as a permanent home for TQHF. 
Hazel agreed. After major renovation 

the Marie Webster House opened in 2004 
as a quilting museum and the home of 

TQHF. It is on the National Register of Historic Places, 
a Landmark of Women’s History and a National Historic 
Landmark of the National Park Service. 

The Quilters Hall of Fame is a treasure trove of 
quilt history. Go to quiltershalloffame.net for more 
information. It will start you on the path of many 
avenues of quilt history.
